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4. Literature on PTSD in survivors of life-threatening illness is sparse; however,
several studies indicate members of some medical populations, including burn
patients (Powers, Cruse, Daniels, & Stevens, 1994) and individuals experiencing
cardiac events such as myocardial infarction, heart catheterization, or coronary artery
bypass surgery (Doerfler, Pbert, & DeCosimo, 1994; Kutz, Shabtai, Solomon,
Neumann, & David, 1994), may experience pervasive anxiety or other PTSD-like
symptoms. Few studies shed light on the presence of PTSD-like symptoms in cancer
patients. Therefore, research examining psychological adjustment in cancer survivors

-suggests that there are risk factors for general poor adjustment, such as poor social
support and younger age.
